I,__________________________________ (Hereinafter called the “Client”) hereby request a reservation to breed the mare named below to the stallion, North Forks Black Earl, standing at Pleasantstone Welsh and Sport-Ponies.

MARE TO BE SERVICED___________________________

 The Client agrees to pay a non-refundable Booking Fee of $150 to Julie Mahoney with this Contract, and a Breeding Fee of $850. The Breeding Fee, plus all appropriate unpaid expenses, shall be paid to David or Julie Mahoney, prior to live cover breeding. 
BOARD: Cost of board is $___10.00___________ per day. All board fees are due and payable in full at time of mare's departure. Any mare boarded for an extended period of time, boarding charges will be due and payable on the 1st of each month. Any board account not paid within 30 days will be subject to a 1½% per month service fee. In the event it is not paid in 90 days Pleasantstone may retain possession of mare and/or foal and take whatever measures needed to recover unpaid balance and added charges until account is paid in full.

 Mares that are not halter broke will not be accepted.
If stallion should die or become unfit for service before the Mare conceives, Pleasantstone shall refund the Breeding Fee minis handling fee to the Client within three months. Under no circumstances other than stated above shall the Breeding Fee be refunded. 
Pleasantstone reserves the right to refuse to breed any mare for any reason. Should this occur, any stallion service fees would be refunded, minus collection fee and booking fee.
A Breeder's Certificate will be issued to the Client for a foal when all fees have been received and paid in full. 
The Client certifies that he/she is the legal owner of the Mare or has full authority to enter into this Contract on behalf of the owner(s). 
When Pleasantstone (David or Julie Mahoney), by its authorized representative, receives this Contract, it will become the binding contract of both parties. This contract is not transferable or assignable without permission from Pleasantstone. This contract is entered in the State of Oregon.

The Client represents and warrants that the Mare to be bred is healthy, and in sound breeding condition. If registered, a photocopy of the Mare's papers, showing both sides, must be furnished and returned with this Contract as one of the requirements. 
The Client agrees to have the Mare current on worming, vaccinations and a clean uterine culture before insemination or live cover. A veterinary certificate and current uterine culture, which is submitted to a recognized laboratory, showing the mare to be in sound breeding condition and free of infection is a condition of this service.

 All reasonable efforts will be made to settle the mare between the dates of March, and July 31. Should the mare fail to conceive on or before July 31, Pleasantstone will be under no further obligation to continue to ship semen this year

LIABILITY: All reasonable efforts will be made to provide visiting mares and foals with proper care to insure their health and safety. However, stallion owners, or their representatives shall not be held liable for any accident, injury, disease or death to the mare, foal to be born or foal currently at her side

LFG: If you have chosen to pay the LFG stud fee, the following conditions apply. If the mare should, abort the fetus, fail to conceive or lose the foal within 48 hours of birth, (a veterinary certificate is required within 14 days), the mare owner is entitled to a free return to the stallion. If such a statement of details is not received on a timely basis, the guarantee is null and void. From the date of this contract, the mare owner has the option to re-breed the following year to exercise the LFG option. This option is non-transferable and subject to the availability of the stallion. The mare owner may opt to substitute another mare, or rebreed the following year on the terms and conditions provided in this contract, upon payment of the next year’s Booking Fee, collection fee and other expenses, but without payment of any further Breeding Fee.
NON LFG: The mare must be checked for pregnancy by a licensed veterinarian within 45 days after the last day bred and Pleasantstone must be notified of her pregnancy status at this time. If the mare does not conceive, or if for any reason the mare is determined by a licensed veterinarian to be unable to conceive, the mare owner may exercise the privilege hereby granted to substitute another mare by promptly notifying Pleasantstone by certified mail, return receipt requested.  If the mare does not settle, or does not produce a live foal (one that stands and suckles), the client shall be entitled to rebreed this mare the following year, on the terms and conditions provided in this contract, upon payment of the next year’s Booking Fee, collection fee and other expenses, but without payment of any further Breeding Fee. This obligation by Pleasantstone Welsh & Sport-Ponies to re-breed will apply only if the client notifies Pleasantstone Welsh & Sport-Ponies in writing, fourteen (14) days from the birth of a stillborn foal or within forty (40) days of a miscarriage. A statement must accompany this notice, from a licensed Veterinarian verifying such facts. It is agreed that this provision will be of no further effect if the mare is taken to any other stallion before returning to North Forks Black Earl. If the client fails to desire a re-breeding the following year, any and all fees paid will be forfeited. The right to re-breed under this contract is thereby cancelled and Pleasantstone Welsh & Sport-Ponies is released from any further obligation.

AVAILABILITY OF STALLION: Pleasantstone endeavors to accommodate the breeding schedule of the mare owners but cannot guarantee the availability of the stallion on a specific day due to the demand for the stallion and the showing season.

ARTIFICIAL INSEMINATION: The Breeding Fee, plus all appropriate unpaid expenses, shall be paid to David or Julie Mahoney, prior to semen being shipped. This breeding fee will include the first collection & shipment (continental U.S. only, via FedEx) of semen. Counter to counter, same day, courier service is also available, at Client's expense. Any additional collections/shipments will be done at a cost of $150 per collection. Any additional shipping costs are payable by the client.
The client may choose to use an Equitainer (or similar) shipper, by submitting a check for deposit, in the amount of $300. The check will be held and returned when use of container is complete. Otherwise, client may elect to independently purchase a “clipper” type disposable shipper, and have it shipped directly to Pleasantstone Welsh. It must be received well ahead of the shipment date, so that the ice pack can be appropriately frozen. Any Client not returning an equitainer, within 7 days of shipment, will be charged an additional rental fee of $20. per extra day the equitainer is gone. Clients are encouraged to return the equitainer using express shipment and insurance.
 The Client represents and warrants that the mare to be bred is healthy and in sound breeding condition. If registered, a photocopy of the mare’s papers, showing both sides, must be furnished and returned with this contract, as one of the requirements.
The client agrees to have the mare current on worming, vaccinations and a clean uterine culture plus cytology done, before insemination.
 All reasonable efforts will be made to settle the mare during the year. Dates when semen will not be shipped, include July 31 through December 31, 2005, unless by special arrangement (please inquire). Should the mare fail to conceive, owner may opt to substitute another mare, or rebreed the following year. 
 If the mare does not settle, or does not produce a live foal (one that stands and suckles), the client shall be entitled to rebreed this mare the following year, on the terms and conditions provided in this contract, upon payment of the next year’s Booking Fee, collection fee and other expenses, but without payment of any further Breeding Fee. This obligation by Pleasantstone Welsh & Sportponies to re-breed will apply only if the client notifies Pleasantstone Welsh & Sport-Ponies in writing, fourteen (14) days from the birth of a stillborn foal or within forty (40) days of a miscarriage. A statement must accompany this notice, from a licensed Veterinarian verifying such facts. It is agreed that this provision will be of no further effect if the mare is taken to any other stallion before returning to North Forks Black Earl. If the client fails to desire a re-breeding the following year, any and all fees paid will be forfeited. The right to re-breed under this contract is thereby cancelled and Pleasantstone Welsh & Sport-Ponies is released from any further obligation.
If North Forks Black Earl should die or become unfit for service, before the mare conceives, Pleasantstone Welsh & Sport-Ponies shall refund the Breeding Fee to the client, within 3 months. Under no circumstances, other than stated above, shall the Breeding Fee be refunded.
 Pleasantstone Welsh & Sport-Ponies reserves the right to refuse to breed any mare for any reason. Should this occur, any stallion service fees will be refunded, minus collection fee, booking fee and various fees, which may have occurred. 
Pleasantstone Welsh & Sport-Ponies can and will refuse to ship any additional shipments of semen, if Client does not return paperwork included with the initial shipment, verifying by a DVM, that the mare designated on the contract was inseminated and the date the insemination occurred.
 A Breeder’s Certificate will be issued to the client for a foal, when all fees have been received and paid in full.
The client certifies that he/she is the sole owner of the mare, or has full authority to enter into this contract, on behalf of the owner(s).
 When Pleasantstone Welsh & Sport-Ponies, by its authorized representative, signs and returns a copy of the contract to the client, it will become the binding contract of both parties. This contract is not transferable or assignable without the permission of Pleasantstone Welsh & Sport-Ponies. This contract is entered in the State of Oregon, Jackson County. All legal processes must be taken in the State of Oregon, Jackson County.
 Please note that all payments are to be made payable to David/or Julie Mahoney.
